Every cross country journey has some long travelling days and today is one of 
those as we spend most of the day driving onto our next destination.  Our exploration of the desert concludes this afternoon with a visit to the 
Quiver Tree Forest and Giants Playgrounds, named for the way in which the massive dolerite boulders have been placed on each other- creating 
rock formations and a series of mazes. Contrary to belief, the quiver tree is not really a tree, but a plant that can grow to between 200 – 300 years 
old.
