While the Orange River was named after the Dutch Royal House, in recent times it has been referred to by its original name of Gariep, which simply 
means “river” in the indigenous KhoeKhoe language. The best way to experience the river is by getting out on the water and this morning we have 
the opportunity to join an optional canoe trip on the river.  Around midday (after lunch) we depart the Orange River and head inland to the Fish 
River Canyon, the longest river in Namibia and the largest Canyon in Africa.  We will drive to the rim of the Fish River Canyon and have an 
opportunity to stretch our legs with a gentle walk along the rim of the canyon.  Afterwards, we turn west and head for Keetmanshoop where we will 
overnight.

The hike does traverse rough 
terrain along the gorge of the normally dry Tsisab River).

Our guide will prepare us on what to expect for our afternoon mokoro excursion into 
the Okavango Delta. (Please note:  It is possible that the mokoro activity could take place on an alternative day depending on the season).
