Around midday (after lunch) we depart the Orange River and head inland to the Fish 
River Canyon, the longest river in Namibia and the largest Canyon in Africa.  We will drive to the rim of the Fish River Canyon and have an 
opportunity to stretch our legs with a gentle walk along the rim of the canyon.  Afterwards, we turn west and head for Keetmanshoop where we 
will overnight.

The hike does 
traverse rough terrain along the gorge of the normally dry Tsisab River).
