Day 18 – Mapesu Private Game Reserve 
This morning, we depart the historical heart of Zimbabwe and set our course southward toward the wild frontier of our overnight lodge, nestled 
near the Limpopo River in the Greater Mapungubwe Transfrontier Conservation Area. The journey takes us through remote, seldom-visited parts of 
Zimbabwe — a land of open skies and baobab-dotted hills. As we travel, the landscape shifts from highveld to lowveld, gradually giving way to the 
semi-arid bush that characterizes Zimbabwe’s deep south.  By late afternoon, we arrive at our accommodation - surrounded by mopane woodland, 
ancient sandstone formations, and the calls of wild birds echoing in the distance.
